Performance across all regions was 
strong, with EMEA being the Group’s 
largest revenue contributor. With more 
than 20% organic growth the region 
crossed the one billion Swiss franc mark 
in 2022. 

Asia Pacific also showed solid growth 
except for China, where patient flow was 
impacted by pandemic-related restrictions 
and the Chinese volume based 
procurement initiative (VBP) which 
caused treatment delays.
